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Diabetes Corner:  

Am I going to have a heart attack? 
Diabetes does put you at a much higher risk for a heart attack, so you should adopt the 

health practices of people who’ve already had one. This may prevent you 
from ever having one. The things that contribute to developing diabetes, 
such as being overweight, inactivity, smoking, hypertension, and blood fat 
disorders, also put you at risk for heart disease. You can control these 
factors (lose weight, stop smoking, etc.) and reduce the added risk to your 

heart. Because of the damage that diabetes does to nerve pathways, you may not be 
able to feel chest pain if you are having angina or a heart attack. Be aware of your blood 
pressure and pulse rate, especially when you are exercising. Be aware that your only 
symptoms of a heart attack may be tiredness, shortness of breath, or indigestion. Ask 
your doctor about heart tests, such as a stress test or arteriogram. If you have heart 
problems, they can be treated.

Many members of the club attended the 
convention while it was in town. 
 

JUNE BOARD MEETING  
 
King Lion Rosemarie Milne called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM at the home of Norm and Rennie 
Quible. 

Secretary Ralph reported on the following items: 
·  An example of the new membership cards was passed around that was made using the new 

procedure that Lion Harry reported on at the last Board Meeting.  All the club has to do is purchase 
card stock and use the program on the LCI webpage to print the cards.  It is very easy and will make 
the cards look very professional. 

·  A list of used eyeglass collection boxes was circulated and additions have been made.  The revised 
list will be distributed in the near future. 

·  Blue Gold Game Ticket money or tickets need to be turned in.  Treasurer Norm said we had $500 
budgeted.  We have 60 tickets at $8 each so we are able to buy all the tickets for $480.  Since it was 
budgeted, no further action was needed. 

·  Discussion of the Georgetown Lions Club final meeting on June 10th.  An invitation was circulated so 
that anyone interested could have the information. 

·  The details of the June 15th Installation of Officers were given and President Elect Gary Stumpf 
provided additional information.  Lion Rennie will be MC again this year. 

Treasurer Norm submitted his report for the month. 

Lion Bruce Marvel made a motion to approve the Treasurer’s report.  It was seconded by Lion Frank 
Jones and was passed unanimously. 
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Lion Lyle Dabson brought up the Chicken Fry ticket price.  He talked to some of his customers and they 
felt the price has gotten too high.  You can go to Sam’s Club and buy a whole roasted chicken for less 
than the cost of one ticket.  The committee will look at lowering the ticket price and investigate obtaining 
donations of chicken and other supplies to offset reducing the ticket cost.  He also stated that we can 
have 10 tables at Spence’s Bazaar any Saturday we want with two weeks notice. 

Lion Harry discussed an article in the LION magazine on the proper use of the LCI Logo.  Lion Harry also 
gave us his thoughts on the MD 22 Convention that was held in Dover last month.  There were some 
mistakes made by the convention committee that were compounded by the lack of banquet staff because 
of the committee’s errors. 

Lion Frank Jones brought up the idea of White Cane again and Lion Rennie made a motion that we 
undertake it as a fundraiser.  Lion Gary seconded the motion and it was passed unanimously.   

Lion Dick Holland mentioned that our trailer needs painting and some metal repair.  The Board asked 
Lion Dick to get a price on having the repairs done. 

Treasurer Norm reported Car Raffle Ticket sales of $532 to date and asked that every member sell their 
tickets as soon as possible. 

Lion Aundria said that while attending the MD 22 Convention, she felt like she was snubbed by some of 
the Club members.  She was hurt by this as she is very into being a Lions.  She also reported that she 
was selling Mary Kay at the convention and felt that she could have done much better if we had 
publicized it in our newsletter and minutes.  Secretary Ralph apologized for not including it in the minutes 
but he did not hear that she would be selling at the convention. 

King Lion Rose adjourned the meeting at 7:45 PM.

LYMAN LION: - Lyman Lion looks at 70 years of camps for the blind .  
Lions’ camps for the blind aren’t new. One of the earliest, if not the earliest camp 
was organized in the mid 1930s by the Casper, Wyoming Lions Club. The camp was 
started as a milk-camp during the depression, providing milk and food for needy 
children. It became the Lions Blind Camp on Casper Mountain in 1939. Later, it was 
named after PDG Allen H. Stewart who froze to death in a blizzard on the way to a 
Lions Program in Ten Sleep, Wyoming.  
Lions Camp Merrick in Namjrmoy on the Potomac River is another active camp for 

deaf, blind, and diabetic children.  In the 1950s Merrick Boys Camp for inner city children was 
bequeathed to the Archdiocese of Washington, D.C and became a camp for deaf children. The Lions’ 
plans for adopting the camp became a reality in the 1978-79 year under DG Norm Quible. despite 
objections and obstacles thrown in the way by a few PDGs and PIDs. 
Norm says he remembered hearing then International President Ralph W.Lynam announce that a new 
project for Lions would be Hearing, Speech Actions and Work with the Deaf. In the spring of 1979.  The 
Suburban Scene (the Suburban Lions Club newsletter) reported that: The Camp for the Deaf is a new 
and challenging venture for the Lions in 22-C.  
The Camp has seen many changes.  Now it is known as Camp Merrick.  It has programs for deaf, blind 
and diabetic children.  Campers now include: Lions Clubs, Leos, LCM strategic planners, Multiple District 
Leadership Retreat participants as well as Boy Scouts, Girl Scouts, blind adults, 4-H Clubs, and religious 
retreats,  
It is no longer just a District 22-C project.  Some Lions Clubs from the Multiple help finance it and also 
send children there to enjoy a meaningful camping experience.  
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District Governor’s Message:  
Lions of District 22-D,  
We will talk about membership, clubs that will be dropped at the end of this lion year and 
National Memorial Day Parade.  Membership is everyone’s responsibility. Yes, that means you. 
If you have not asked someone you need to do it today. If you have asked and they said no, 
move on to the next person on your list. I do not know if Lions are asking and not having 
success. Only five percent of Lions in the district have brought in new members. Having said 
that, that is why I put so much emphasis on membership. However, retention is also important 
because we are at ten percent in drops. All of us need to do a better job of communicating. 
Club drops: 
When a club turns in their charter, other clubs need to step in to cover their service area. 
Clubs need to work together and resolve their differences. Like I said at the convention, the 
district can settle a disagreement but you may not like the results. There are set procedures the 
district must follow. The procedure to settle disputes is called “District Dispute Resolution 
Procedure”. The procedures can be found in the International Board Policy Manual, Chapter XV, 
Paragraph M.3., Page XV – 14, Revised July 1, 2007. 
Leadership School: 
Leadership school at CR School District was a big hit this Lion year. Lion Bailey Maul told me 
that there were 175 Lions signed up for classes. This was about fifty more than we had last 
year. I did visit all the classes and every class had outstanding teachers. Lions, the District 
Leadership School was one of the best schools we have had in a long time. Let’s make next 
year’s even better. 
Convention: 
Total number of people at the convention was 873, including Lions and Guests. We were up 
about twenty five from last year. District D had the most at 275 Lions and Guests. Districts, A 
107, B 143, C 176 and W 172. There was only one thing that I did not like at the convention and 
that was the Sub-District Luncheon and Meeting on Tuesday, May 19, 1 to 4 PM. There was 
seating for 160. To begin with, I would estimate there were at least 180 Lions and Guests in the 
room. Then, the BIG announcement came “we only have enough food to feed 125”. This was a 
very unfortunate mistake. What does this do for the Lions that are new to the district and are at 
the convention for the first time? Will this new Lion come to the next convention? Hopefully, 
improvements can be made to the procedures to prevent this next year. I do want to thank all 
the volunteers from District D for helping at the convention.  Without you and your dedicated 
service, this convention would not have happened. 
Awards: 
We had two International Service Medal Awards that were given. One was for Lion Jim Miles 
and the other one to PCC Clyde Bragg.  We also had more International President’s 
Commendation Awards that were also given to PDG Mike Mock and Lion Doris Mock (Milton 
Lions Club), and Rebecca Stancliff (Lord Baltimore Lions Club).  Other awards that were given 
were the International Understanding and Cooperation which went to Murderkill Lions Club and 
the Cultural & Community Activities which went to Harrington Lions Club.  A complete list of all 
the awards appears later in the District Bulletin. 
National Memorial Day Parade May 25, 2009: 
Yes, Lions District D was there and the Lions that were there are DG Bob Daniels, First Lady 
Regina Daniels, FVDGE Karl Gude, PCC Clyde Bragg, PDG Ted Reiver, PCT Ann Reiver, Lion 
Fred Williamson, Lion Jay Wheeler and Lion Tom Salerno. Please see pictures of the parade 
that are in the bulletin. 
This was a long day for everyone. FVDGE Karl and Lion Jay Wheeler left home at 6:30 AM. All 
of us meet at McDonalds’ on RT. 50 at 9:30 AM. By 10:30 AM we were at the parade sight. The 
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parade started at 2 PM. And the The Lions started marching at 2:45 PM. We marched ten 
blocks. There were about 150 Lions from MD 22. We had a good showing. On the way home, 
we treated ourselves to a wonderful meal at the Fisherman’s Inn at Kent Narrows. FVDGE 
Karl’s day and Lion Jay’s day was a bit longer but most of us were home in about 12 hours.
