Diabetes Corner: 
How high is my risk for heart attack with type 2 diabetes? 
Higher than you might think!  

In people who don't have diabetes, one of the strongest predictors for the 
development of a heart attack is a previous heart attack. A recent study has shown 
that people with type 2 diabetes who have not had a heart attack still have as high a 
risk for a future heart attack as a person without diabetes who has already had a 
heart attack.  

In other words, your risk for a future heart attack is as high as the risk for a person without 
diabetes who has known heart disease. This finding suggests that risk factors for heart disease, 
such as smoking, high blood pressure, and high blood cholesterol levels, should be treated very 
aggressively in people with diabetes. Some experts even feel that people with type 2 diabetes 
should be treated with medication as if they already have heart disease. So if your diabetes care 
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team suggests specific treatment to lower your risk of heart attack, you should strongly consider 
giving it a try.

APRIL REGULAR MEETING  
The Regular Monthly Meeting of the Dover Lions Club was called to order by King Lion Gary Stumpf on Monday 
April 19th at 6:30 PM at the Dover Sheraton Inn.  The normal opening was held by those listed below:

KL Gary led the introduction of Guests, Visitors, and our Guest Speaker, recently retired Dover Chief of Police 
Jeffrey Horvath. 

Dinner of Salad, Chicken, vegetables, and rice was served.  Dessert was Red Velvet cake. 

Chief Horvath’s presentation was about how he advanced from a patrolman to Chief of Police.  He had 
always wanted to be a policeman and could not imagine being anything else.  The secret to his success over his 26-
year career was being surrounded by good people who helped and guide him.  Horvath noted that he has gone from 
a force of 91 officers and 30 staff to 12 officers and one staff.  He was afraid he would work his new secretary to 
death in the first week.  Chief Horvath told some interesting stories about his time on the Dover force and expressed 
his pride in being a member of that team.  The Dover PD has a case closure rate over twice the National average - a 
prime example of the dedication and ability of the department. 

Lion Pat Weaver, from the Spring Creek Club, visited us with an appeal for assistance.  He asked our club 
to assist the Boy Scouts of DE celebrate their 100th anniversary on May 14th – 16 on Legislative Mall.  He would 
like us to set up a eyeglass collection area and will provide a tent for us to use.  Lion Lyle Dabson made a motion 
that we accept this project and Lion Don Kirk seconded the motion.  They will take care of making the arrangements 
and getting a barrel to collect the glasses. 

Committee Reports: 
·  Pre-school Vision Screening: Lion Rennie Quible reported that 478 children had been screened with 61 

referrals and 9 failures so far this year.  There are 3 sites yet to be screened. 
·  White Cane: Lion Frank Jones reviewed the schedule and asked for more assistance to fill all the time slots.  

He hoped that we could raise $1,000 for the Club over the weekend. 
·  Nominations: Secretary Ralph read the slate of officers for 2010 – 2011 which is attached to this document.  

Lion Don Kirk made a motion to accept the slate of officers and that since there were no contests that the 
members approve it as submitted.  Lion Norm Quible seconded the motion and after discussion about the 
vacant 2nd VP position, the members present voted unanimously to accept the slate of officers.

White Cane – Lion Frank gave the Board his report on the recently completed White Cane Days.  He stated that it 
was successful beyond his expectations.  We took in almost $3,000 with an outlay of less than $300, most of which 
was for posters that can be used year after year.  Lion Frank requested that we donate $50 to the Capitol City Lions 
Club in recognition of the time that KL Jack Liss spent at the event.  This was approved.  Lion Frank thanked all 
who participated and will send Sec Ralph a list of hours spent.  The board gave Lion Frank a round of applause in 
recognition of all his hard work on this event.  Lion Lyle suggested that the club treat Lion Frank and his wife to 
dinner at our next meeting. 

Pre-School Vision Screening - Lion Rennie Quible was absent due to the death of PDG Norm so there was no 
report. 

Car Raffle – Due to PDG Norm’s death, a new chair of the Car Raffle Committee is needed.  Lion Jerry Lawrence 
volunteered to take it on as long as he could get some assistance.  Lion Pat Webb agreed to assist him on the 
committee as did several other members present. 

Old Business: 

·  The Board reviewed the Budget and decided on amounts to donate to the charities or groups we have not 
supported to date.  Treasurer Bruce will take care of making out the checks and will help distribute them. 

·  Blue Gold Tickets were given to Lion Tony Lee who will distribute about 30 of them to the Boys and Girls 
Club or other youth groups.  The Club will pay for the thirty tickets and return the rest of them. 

·  Lion Lyle reported that he and Lion Don Kirk have made arrangements to set up an eyeglass collection 
barrel at the Boy Scouts Camporee on May 14th.  The Boy Scouts will provide a tent and table.  All we 
have to provide is the barrel and some Lions to man the table.  We plan on handing out Lions literature at 
this event. 

New Business: 

·  King Lion Gary read an e-mail from Lion Tee Bell regarding a youth who is in need of a Bioptic lense for 
his glasses.  We will ask Capitol City and the Lioness Club to join us in this project and then ask for 
another grant from the Delaware Lions Foundation.  Treasurer Bruce made a motion that we commit $300 
to the project, ask Capitol City and the Dover Lioness for $300 each and submit a grant request to the DLF 
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if they agree.  If not, will consider going it on our own with a grant from DLF.  King Lion Gary agreed to 
contact Capitol City and the Lioness about the project. 

At this time we were asked to leave the building by the Dover Police Department due to a “situation” at Court 7 just 
down the street. 

Lion Lyle made a motion to adjourn that was seconded by everyone..  The motion was passed unanimously. 

King Lion Gary adjourned the meeting at 7:47 PM.

That night it was out to the Wilmington Manor Charter Party (Yes, I am 
off the diet).  I am not a bowler but Lion Jim did another fine job this year Chairing the Bowling 
Tournament and I had fun cheering on the Club’s teams.  The Leader Dog Meetings were well 
attended with good work by Chair PDG Bob Jones and all who helped to make them successes 
again this year.
