Diabetes Corner: 

What is my "health care team" and how can I find these health providers? 

In addition to your doctor, you need someone trained to help you with the day-to-day 
challenges of living with diabetes. Diabetes educator nurses and dietitians, plus your doctor, 
are the core members of your health care team. 

A certified diabetes educator (CDE) is a health professional (registered nurse [RN], 
registered dietitian [RD], pharmacist, physician, etc.) who has been trained and "certified" as 
an expert in diabetes education and management.  

If you cannot find a CDE, you may find a nurse or RD interested in diabetes and willing to help you. Ask 
your doctor if he or she knows someone with diabetes experience. You can locate a CDE in your area by 



 
 

 

calling the American Association of Diabetes Educators (AADE) Awareness Hotline at (800) TEAM-UP-4. 
They will ask for your zip code and help you find a CDE near you.  

You may also want to look for a diabetes-education program that offers individual or group classes. The 
American Diabetes Association has a list of "recognized" diabetes programs in your area. Call (800) 
DIABETES or go to www.diabetes.org for this information. If there isn't a recognized diabetes center near 
you, call your local hospital and ask about a diabetes education program or diabetes educators on staff.

King Lion Rennie Quible called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM at her home.  A Quorum was present. 

Secretary’s Report: The Secretary’s reports were submitted in the newsletter.  Thanks to IPP Gary for taking the 
minutes of the last Board Meeting and the Club Meeting while Sec Ralph was on 
vacation and attending the Lions Clubs International Convention. 

Correspondence: Banner Transfer will be held on July 27th at the Dover Sheraton.  Social hour begins at 5:15PM and 
dinner will be served at 6:15.  Cost is $19 per person.  RSVP is needed by July 16. 

Treasurer’s Report: Treasurer Bruce Marvel was absent but IPP Gary distributed the reports and passed on the notes 
from the treasurer.  All bills for the year have been paid with the exception of the 
second half of the bi-optic lens.  He is waiting for an invoice before paying it.   

King Lion Rennie appointed a Budget Committee that will meet before the next Board meeting to begin working on a 
budget for 2010 – 2011.  The members of the committee are: Lions Bruce Marvel, Tee Bell, Frank Jones, Gary Stumpf, 
and KL Rennie. 

Old Business: Lion Tee Bell gave an update on the donation of the bi-optic lens in conjunction with the Capitol City 
Lions Club and the Dover Lioness Club.  A grant from the Delaware Lions Foundation was received in the amount of 
$900 for half of the cost of the lens.  Each club contributed $300 to provide the remainder of the funds.  The recipient 
was given a certificate for the lens at our last meeting on June 21st.  

New Business: King Lion Rennie brought up the following items for discussion under  
·  Committee Assignments – let her know what committees you would like to serve on. 
·  Eyeglass Collection Boxes – need a new chair and a list of the collection box locations.  We should add who 

is responsible for collecting the glasses from each box to the list.  Secretary Ralph volunteered to chair the 
eyeglass recycling program.  His offer was accepted by KL Rennie. 

·  Retreat: KL Rennie would like to hold a Club Retreat as soon as possible.  Several dates and locations were 
discussed as well as the merits of weekday vs weekend dates.  It was decided to shoot for August 7th at 
Chesapeake Utilities main building from 9 – 12.  Sec Ralph will confirm the availability of the location. 

·  Memorial Service: KL Rennie would like to see the Club beg, borrow, or steal a memorial service program 
and conduct it (with the deceased Lion’s family’s permission) at the funeral of all Dover Lions.

Lion Tee 
Bell made a motion that the Club develop a Memorial Service and implement its use.  Lion Frank Jones 
seconded the motion.  It was passed unanimously.  It was decided that the Club needed a Chaplain to 
administer the Memorial Service.  After discussion Lion Lyle Dabson presented a motion that the office of 
Chaplain be created with board member status and that Lion Rosemarie Milne be elected to that position.  
The motion was seconded by IPP Gary Stumpf.  The motion was approved unanimously.  It will be brought 
before the Club at our next meeting on July 19th.  

·  Telephone Tree: KL Rennie would like to establish a telephone tree to contact members and remind them of 
meetings and to pass along news.  This would be used in conjunction with e-mail to assure that all members 
are aware of current happenings. 

·  Thank You: KL Rennie offered her sincere thanks to IPP Gary for the great job he did last year.  The Board 
members present gave IPP Gary a round of applause in recognition of his service to the Club last year as 
President. 

IPP Gary made a motion that the Dover Lioness Club be approved as a project for the year 2010 – 2011.  Lion Lyle 
seconded the motion and it was passed unanimously.  Lion Lyle mentioned that a Lioness Liaison was needed.  IPP
